NEW CREATION AMBASSADORS
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THE CHURCH CIRCLE

The arrow represents Jesus' command to repent
and believe. Most draw it outside the circle. When
people experience the love and power of God's
kingdom, it begins a growing relationship with
Jesus and their journey into the church family.

In the above example, the congregation has already
practised and internalised some very important aspects of
a church.

MALN POINTS PART 1, CREATED FOR RELATIONSHL? & FREEDOM:

e The most high God created the world in 6 days

e Man was created in His image, loved by the Father

e Given freedom of choice - powerful to make good decisions
e Fallen Angels - Satan and Demons

e Bad choice - separation from God

e Trying to please God by doing right - not possible

e Promise of a Saviour to take away sin of man

e God believes in man choosing to return to the Father

e God gives 10 commandments and many messengers referring to a saviour
e Animal sacrifice for forgiveness of sin

e Man cannot become righteous by following the law

THREE CHATRS OF IDENTITY

It is not what we do that defines who we are,
but rather, it is who we are (or what we think we are) that defines what we do.

People try to get acceptance through their performance. If everything goes well, their self-esteem
increases and they feel strong in their identity.

When performance falls off, so does everything else.

ACCEPTANCE [DENTITY PERFORMANICE

God's plan is for every human being to be rooted and grounded in His perfect love and acceptance. A
strong identity as a child of God grows and flows from this.

Being secure in His love and acceptance enables us to do (perform) all the things He asks us to.

The way: Trust and reliance
on Jesus. You declare: His promises and His enabling. The result: The glory that becomes visible is from
Him and for Him.



THREE RESPONSES T0 THE GOSPEL- THE DOOR TOOL

Behold, | stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, | will come in and
have supper with him, and he with me. Revelation 3:20

The Father in heaven himself knocks at the doors of people's hearts. He sends us to them as His
ambassadors and works with us in drawing people to Himself (John 6:44). When you begin to go out into
the harvest and share the gospel of the kingdom of God abundantly with your friends, relatives and
strangers, you will experience that people respond with different reactions. Three of these reactions can
be found in the Bible. Acts 17:32-34 When they heard of the resurrection of the dead, some began to
mock (door shut); but others said: We will hear you further about this another time (door ajar). So Paul
went away from among them. But some men joined him and became believers... (door open).

The Door Tool illustrates these reactions and gives helpful impulses on how we can react to them.

Their reaction Our reaction

Door shut: They say NO. They let you
know that they are not interested.
Maybe they say it nicely, maybe they
yell at you.

Door ajar: you say MAYBE. They say
neither yes nor no, but are interested
and ready to hear more and receive
prayer.

Keep searching! Pray for them, but go
on. God has prepared people in the
harvest. Keep walking until you find
those. *

Door open: they say YES. While you are
telling them, the Holy Spirit is working
on their hearts and they want to repent
and believe in Jesus.

Invite them to get to know Jesus through the
Word of God. You can ask: "Would you be
interested in inviting your friends and family and
we can open the Bible together to discover
more about God and His plan for your life?

Start with them in practical discipleship.
With the 8 st of "Follow Jesus" and the
411. If they are ready, you can baptize
them right away, as in the Bible.
